
At the foot of Laguardia, between the Sierra de Cantabria mountain range and the sinuous course of the river Ebro, Bodegas Cosme Palacio has 

kept its pioneering spirit alive since 1894, when Cosme Palacio founded the second oldest winery in the Rioja Alavesa. Glorioso is an iconic brand 

created in 1917:  decades of tradition for a prestigious wine that interprets the personality of Rioja.

Visual

Intense garnet red colour. 

Nose

Very clean and subtle. It comes together with 
notes of ripe, candied fruit with notes of spices 
such as cinnamon, black pepper and vanilla 
from ageing in elegant, French oak barrels. All 
these aromas combine in harmony to create a 
very elegant and complex whole.

Palate

It has great character and personality, with a 
velvety texture on the palate, and is very well 
balanced in structure, with a long, flavourful
finish.

Vineyards
The grapes that went into this magnificent wine

Production
process

The picking was carried out using small crates so 
as not to damage the fruit and upon arrival at the 
winery, they underwent cold pre-maceration prior 
to the traditional production process in stainless 
steel tanks.

Ageing

After long maceration, the wine was transferred 
to French and American oak barrels, where it 
remained for 20 months. Finally, after a period of 
bottle conditioning of at least 16 months, this 
Reserva is ready to be enjoyed.
